Psalm 37:28 NASB 

For the LORD loves justice And does not forsake His godly ones; They are preserved forever, But the descendants of the 

wicked will be cut off. 

 

Psalm 55:22 NASB 

Cast your burden upon the LORD and He will sustain you; He will never allow the righteous to be shaken. 

 

Psalm 97:10 NASB 

Hate evil, you who love the LORD, Who preserves the souls of His godly ones; He delivers them from the hand of the 

wicked. 

 

Proverbs 2:8 NASB 

Guarding the paths of justice, And He preserves the way of His godly ones. 

 

Matthew 13:18-23 NASB 

"Hear then the parable of the sower. [19] When anyone hears the word of the kingdom and does not understand it, the 

evil one comes and snatches away what has been sown in his heart. This is the one on whom seed was sown beside th 

road. [20] The one on whom seed was sown on the rocky places, this is the man who hears the word and immediately 

receives it with joy; [21] yet he has no firm root in himself, but is only temporary, and when affliction or persecution 

arises because of the word, immediately he falls away. [22] And the one on whom seed was sown among the thorns, this is 

the man who hears the word, and the worry of the world and the deceitfulness of wealth choke the word, and it becomes 

unfruitful. [23] And the one on whom seed was sown on the good soil, this is the man who hears the word and 

understands it; who indeed bears fruit and brings forth, some a hundredfold, some sixty, and some thirty." 

 

John 3:16 NASB 

"For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish, but have 

eternal life. 

 

John 5:24 NASB 

"Truly, truly, I say to you, he who hears My word, and believes Him who sent Me, has eternal life, and does not come into 

judgment, but has passed out of death into life. 

 

John 6:37-40 NASB 

All that the Father gives Me will come to Me, and the one who comes to Me I will certainly not cast out. [38] For I have 

come down from heaven, not to do My own will, but the will of Him who sent Me. [39] This is the will of Him who sent Me, 

that of all that He has given Me I lose nothing, but raise it up on the last day. [40] For this is the will of My Father, that 

everyone who beholds the Son and believes in Him will have eternal life, and I Myself will raise him up on the last day." 

 

John 10:27-29 NASB 

My sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me; [28] and I give eternal life to them, and they will never 

perish; and no one will snatch them out of My hand. [29] My Father, who has given them to Me, is greater than all; and no 

one is able to snatch them out of the Father's hand. 

 

John 17:11-12 NASB 

I am no longer in the world; and yet they themselves are in the world, and I come to You. Holy Father, keep them in Your 

name, the name which You have given Me, that they may be one even as We are. [12] While I was with them, I was 

keeping them in Your name which You have given Me; and I guarded them and not one of them perished but the son of 

perdition, so that the Scripture would be fulfilled. 

 

Romans 8:1,29-30,33,38-39 NASB 

Therefore there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. [29] For those whom He foreknew, He also 

predestined to become conformed to the image of His Son, so that He would be the firstborn among many brethren; [30] 

and these whom He predestined, He also called; and these whom He called, He also justified; and these whom He justified, 



He also glorified. [33] Who will bring a charge against God's elect? God is the one who justifies; [38] For I am convinced 

that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor things present, nor things to come, nor powers, [39] nor 

height, nor depth, nor any other created thing, will be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our 

Lord. 

 

2 Corinthians 1:22 NASB 

who also sealed us and gave us the Spirit in our hearts as a pledge.  

 

2 Corinthians 4:14 NASB 

knowing that He who raised the Lord Jesus will raise us also with Jesus and will present us with you. 

 

Ephesians 1:5-6 NASB 

He predestined us to adoption as sons through Jesus Christ to Himself, according to the kind intention of His will, [6] to 

the praise of the glory of His grace, which He freely bestowed on us in the Beloved. 

 

Ephesians 1:13-14 NASB 

In Him, you also, after listening to the message of truth, the gospel of your salvation-having also believed, you were sealed 

in Him with the Holy Spirit of promise, [14] who is given as a pledge of our inheritance, with a view to the redemption of 

God's own possession, to the praise of His glory. 

 

Ephesians 2:10 NASB 

For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand so that we would 

walk in them. 

 

Philippians 1:6 NASB 

For I am confident of this very thing, that He who began a good work in you will perfect it until the day of Christ Jesus. 

 

1 Peter 1:4 NASB 

to obtain an inheritance which is imperishable and undefiled and will not fade away, reserved in heaven for you, 

 

1 Peter 1:5 NASB 

who are protected by the power of God through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed in the last time. 

 

1 John 2:19 NASB 

They went out from us, but they were not really of us; for if they had been of us, they would have remained with us; but 

they went out, so that it would be shown that they all are not of us. 

 

1 John 4:4 NASB
